A. The administrative resources and activities of the VRRS are effectively managed and adherence to USDA, DHHS, PHS, NIH and AAALAC guidelines is promoted, as evidenced by:
Under the direction of an independent principal investigator, conduct high quality research (basic, clinical or population-based), working effectively with others and observing institutional policies, including safety standards and completion of appropriate training courses.  Demonstrated progress in performance of research appropriate to the level of experience, as evidenced by designing and conducting experiments with appropriate methodology, collecting and analyzing data carefully, maintaining well-organized records and research notes, and drawing conclusions consistent with results, as well as one of the following:
· Ensuring proper preparation of reports required by USDA, DHHS, PHS, NIH and AAALAC
· All reports contain required information and are completed within assigned deadlines
· Assuring that DIR Investigators complete required animal handling and safety training and adhere to safety regulations   
· Pursuing an active participation for animal program expansion with other interest groups and communities.
